8. How is the tradition being documented? (500–4000 characters) 
· Is the tradition documented in archives or collections? 
· Who is in charge of these collections? 

9. How is sustainable development taken into account? (500-4000 characters) 
· What kind of sustainable development impacts are associated with practicing the tradition? The impacts can be ecological, economic, social, and/or cultural, and may be either positive or negative in nature.
· Are you striving towards more sustainable practices in your activities? If yes, in what ways?

10. What does the future of the tradition look like? (500–5000 characters) 
· In which direction is the tradition evolving? 
· How has the tradition affected the rest of society? 
· How do the diversity and the new forms of practises affect the future of the tradition?
